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PALM SUNDAY

1. A Message for Palm Sunday
Palm Sunday shows both joy and suffering: Jesus is welcomed as king, yet walks the path of the
cross. We are called to follow him faithfully, in good times and in trials, trusting in God as he did.

2. An Action for Holy Week
Take time each day to pray, reflect, or attend a Holy Week ceremony. Show love in a practical
way—through kindness, forgiveness, or helping someone in need.

3. The Significance of the Palm
The palm reminds us of Jesus’ entry into Jerusalem, where he was welcomed as king. It is a sign
of victory, but also calls us to remain faithful to Christ, not just in words, but in our lives.

4. Importance of Sharing in Holy Week Ceremonies

Holy Week invites us to walk with Jesus—from the Last Supper to the Cross, and finally to the
joy of Easter. By taking part, we deepen our faith and remember that Christ’s love and sacrifice
are for each of us.
